Meeting minutes from September 16, 2004 accepted.

Budget Report – Roslyn Hill, Treasurer

· Reported we will not be receiving additional Capital Contributions this year once final home on Winter Heath Way closes.
· This year, 2005, will be association’s first year for paying 100% of landscaping costs.  Do not expect an increase in street lights or water costs.

· Association has hired an attorney to be on retainer should we need it.  We have budgeted $1,100 for this.

· A motion to accept 2005 budget was introduced; budget was accepted.

Executive Board Report – Kevin Wittman, President
· Lee Weaver, of Weaver, Bennett, & Bland, is new attorney hired.  Kevin, Roslyn, and Larry Blakeney met with him in February.  They discussed with him:

1. Obtaining a complete set of neighborhood by-laws

2. An overall review of the covenants

3. Develop and document a hearing process for the board in regards to homeowners not in compliance with covenants and by-laws.

Committee Reports

1. Landscaping – Dave Johanson
1. Spring Lawn Care Advice:  Apply pre-emergent and fertilizer now.  Mow frequently.
2. Neighbors with sidewalks, please remember to care for grass on the street side of the sidewalk.  This is your responsibility.

3. Dave asked for additional volunteers for the landscaping committee.  If you are interested contact board through the website.

4. We are still receiving complaints regarding homeowner’s pets soiling the sidewalks and neighbors yards.  Please be a responsible pet owner and clean up after your pet.

5. A homeowner suggested putting a bulletin board on the website.

· Architecture – Kamran Ramyar

1. This committee has a procedure for architectural review and approval.  Many people do not use it.  Homeowners must submit form to committee before construction begins.  A form is available on the website, www.heathfieldneighbors.org
2. Regarding fencing rules; fencing should not be over 4 feet, unless you have a pool.

3. Kamran attended a meeting regarding new development on Bain Farm Road.  The lots will be 1 acre and 5 acre lots stretching behind our neighborhood to Thompson Road.  The plan in for Heath Glen Drive to connect to neighborhood.

· Social – Kathy Ramyar

· Finance – Tracy Wittman

1. Thanks to everyone who paid their 2005 assessments by January 1.  Several others paid by January 31.  Still have 2 outstanding.
2. Yearly assessments will always be due by January 1 of each year.  Please mark your calendars for next year.

Street Paving - Kevin Wittman

· Developer, Herb Jonkers is responsible for final paving.  He has been contacted about this and promises it will be done.  He could lose his performance bond if he reneges.  Mint Hill adopts roads one time a year, July 1.

· Mr. Jonkers is supposed to pay for landscaping on Lot 35.  At this time it cannot be developed.

Proposed Mall
· It is unknown how it will affect the neighborhood.  At issue is the status of the Carolina Heel Splitter Muscle.  Environmental studies are in process.

· Location of mall is proposed for Lawyers and I-485.  Could be built at Idlewild and I-485.  Flint Helms said the property values rose when North Lake mall construction started in North Mecklenburg County.

City Water – Larry Blakeney, Vice President

· Went to water meeting and reported that CMUD water is likely to be available in a few years.  Sewer is at least 10 years away.  When water lines are within 1000 feet a homeowner can request a hookup and pay the tap fee.
